ABOUT THE SPEAKERS
DR KARYN BOUNDY (AC4R CHAIRPERSON) is a Senior Consultant Neurologist with the Memory Unit, Neurology & Clinical Trials at The Queen Elizabeth Hospital in Adelaide, South Australia. 
PROFESSOR HENRY BRODATY is a Professor of Ageing and Mental Health and Director, Dementia Collaborative Research Centre, UNSW, Sydney; and Director of Aged Care Psychiatry and the Memory Disorders Clinic at Prince of Wales Hospital, Sydney.
PROFESSOR DAVID AMES is Director of the National Ageing Research Institute and leads the Australian Imaging, biomarkers and Lifestyle (AIBL) study.  He is immediate past editor of International Psychogeriatrics and has a major interest in dementia, an area where he has widely published.  He is frequently called upon to speak at National and International meetings and as a keen opera buff and Geelong AFL supporter usually includes these interests in his most entertaining deliveries.  
A/PROFESSOR CHRISTOPHER ROWE heads the Nuclear Medicine Department at Austin and has a major interest in neuroimaging in dementia.  He trained as both a Neurologist and Nuclear Medicine Physician and is recognised as a world leader in PET imaging for dementia.  He leads the neuroimaging stream in the AIBL study and is widely published, as well as often called upon to speak at national and international meetings.  He is somewhat less entertaining than Professor Ames, but his talks are extremely educational.         

PROFESSOR RALPH MARTINS is the Foundation Chair, Ageing and Alzheimer's at Edith Cowan University. His current Alzheimer's disease-related research includes the identification of novel genes in AD, the therapeutic potential of antioxidant combinations and other anti-beta amyloid agents.

A/PROFESSOR MICHAEL WOODWARD is the Director of the Aged Care Department at Austin Health, in Heidelberg, where he heads their memory clinic and Medical and Cognitive Research Unit. He specialises in dementia research and care, and has been National Coordinator for several new therapeutic AD trials.

A/PROFESSOR CARMELLE PEISAH is a  Conjoint Associate Professor for the School of Psychiatry UNSW, Old Age Psychiatrist, Chair of IPA Taskforce on Capacity and Director of ACCEPD (Australian Centre for Capacity, Ethics and Prevention of Exploitation of People with Disabilities).  She has published and presented widely on capacity, ethics and human rights including that related to research.

DR ELLEN SKLADZIEN is the Manager of the Consumer Dementia Research Network (CDRN). The CDRN aims to provide individuals with dementia, their family carers and friends the opportunity to be actively involved in research and knowledge translation.

NATARSHA CRAWFORD is the Site Start up and Feasibility Manager for Quintiles Australia and is responsible for all studies in start-up across Australia and New Zealand, including determining if a study is feasible and selection of sites for commercial clinical trials.
